The Earned Income Tax Credit (EITC) is a special tax benefit for people who work full or part-time.  Even if you don’t owe income taxes, you can qualify.
Who is eligible for the Earned Income Tax Credit?

· Families with one child who earned less than $36,052 in 2011 (or less than $41,132 for married workers) are eligible for combined federal and NC EITC of up to $3,249.
· Families with two children who earned less than $40,964 in 2011 (or less than $46,044 for married workers) are eligible for combined federal and NC EITC of up to $5,368.

· Families with three or more children who earned less than $43,998 in 2011 (or less than $49,078 for married workers) are eligible for combined federal and NC EITC of up to $6,039.
· Workers without a qualifying child who earn less than $13,660 in 2011 (or less than $18,740 for married workers) are eligible for combined federal and NC EITC of up to $488.

Volunteer Income Tax Assistance (VITA) sites help people fill out their tax forms for free with IRS-certified volunteers.  These sites are open from late January through April 15.
