











You might be missing out
on $4,824 this year!

If you earned less than $41,646 in 2008, you may qualify for both the
Federal and the New State Earned Income Tax Credit (EITC)!

The Earned Income Tax Credit (EITC) is a special tax benefit for people who work full or part-
time. Even if you don’t owe income tax you can get the credit. But, you must file a federal tax
return, and can claim the new NC EITC when you file your state tax return.

Who can get the federal and NC Earned Income Tax Credit?

® Families with one child who earn less than $33,995 in 2008 (or less than $36,995 for married workers) are
eligible for combined federal and NC credits of up to $3,019.

® Families with two or more children who earn less than $38,646 in 2008 (or less than $41,646 for married
workers) are eligible for combined federal and NC credits of up to $4,992.

® Workers without a qualifying child who earn less than $12,880 in 2008 (or less than $15,880 for married
workers) are eligible for combined federal and NC credits of up to $453.

Need help to file your tax return? Get It FREE!!!

Volunteer Income Tax Assistance (VITA) sites offer free tax filing with IRS-certified volunteers. Sites are open from
late January through April 15. Many sites offer electronic filing for fast refunds. Here is how to find a site near you:
